· 2100 FTE, approximately

East Asian Studies Program

· 15 – 25 East Asian Studies majors each year, mostly Americans

· Most majors will have studied in East Asia by graduation

· Language skills are generally not sufficient for using non-English materials

Information Literacy Program, Generally

· Centered in Reference (3 librarians) 

· We each have several liaison departments

· We do collection development, too

· 3 other librarians do varying amounts if instruction

Information Literacy for the East Asian Studies major

· EAS 400 is the only course that all program majors are required to take.

· A 20 – 40 page paper and an oral presentation are required.
