Zotero: Features 
• Format 

• Web plug-in 
• Firefox extension – most functionality 
• Chrome and Safari extensions – in conjunction with standalone version 

• Standalone version – offline  

• Fast & easy 
• Scraping metadata from websites – One click saves a citation.  
• Works the same for every web page and every database 
• Easy to organize and annotate documents and references. 

• Sync & Share – Zotero account   
• Cons 

• Not workable with all Chinese databases/web sources.  
• Not as robust for data management as other tools (e.g. no search and 

replace)

• It is a free reference manager and academic social 

network  
• Released in 2008, was awarded as the Best Social 

Innovation which benefits society by TechCrunch in 2009 
• It has 2 million users as of 1 November 2012 
• It was acquired by Elsevier in 2013

• Automatically generate bibliographies 
• Import papers and view articles in PDF 
• Find relevant papers from subscribed databases, Google 

scholar and Amazon 
• Access your papers from anywhere online

Issues and tips 
• Web Importer only imports bibliographies, no full-text 
• Save articles in PDF in local hard drive, drag and drop will 

have full-text in Mendeley Desktop 
• The weakness of handling Chinese articles can be 

improved by working with Zotero 
• Manual editing of bibliography sometime is needed
