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Abstract: 

This presentation will focus on new local gazetteers (post-1949). Local Gazetteers from China have traditionally been collected by East Asian Libraries in the North America. The collection has served as one of the major resources for humanities and social sciences research and studies. Based on academic program needs and budgetary situation, some libraries tend to collect at comprehensive level, and some tend to collect on selective basis. Facing serious financial challenges nowadays, can we still carry the same practice? Or any other options do we have? This presentation tries to address this issue through two approaches: utilizing digitized local gazetteers through government websites, and acquiring print gazetteers collaboratively.
