China-Japan-Korea Digital Library Initiative and the NDL Search: the new portal service of the National Diet Library

b. Brief summary of presentation

Based on the China-Japan-Korea Digital Library Initiative (CJKDLI), the National Library of China (NLC), the National Diet Library (NDL) and the National Library of Korea (NLK) will collaborate aiming at the standardization of metadata schema, integration of the information services (portal) and long-term access to digital information. In the first phase, the three libraries aim to develop the interoperability of their portals.
The NDL is developing a new portal, NDL Search, through which we will construct the foundation of the cooperation in the framework of the CJKDLI. NDL Search has the following functions:

1. Interfaces in English, Chinese and Korean

2. Search and display function using automatic Japanese-English, Japanese-Chinese and Japanese-Korean translation

3. Commonly-used API (Application Programming Interface)

The NDL continues to enhance NDL Search by adding new functions. About 5,500 titles of bibliographic records are now searchable and more search targets will be added. NDL search is provided as beta edition now and will be officially launched in January 2012.
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
