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During a presentation, I will explain the progress of the CJKDLI briefly.  And then, I also will tell about the necessity of metadata registry(MDR) construction for the effective communication among digital heritage and information of China, Japan, and Korea.  MDR is well-known as an ISO 11179 standard and its importance to ensure the interoperability between two systems or between information has been widely recognized.  Still, it is not easy to activate MDR because of problems in its management and operation.

 

The keywords which have been the hot issues in digital libraries are Linked Data, Web 2.0, Ontology, etc.  Those trends demand the library to have new perspectives or viewpoints on library information resource management rather than to change its external appearances such as simply upgrading user services and increasing the search efficiency.  They also help to understand the truth that the librarian is the designer of the information architecture who can conceptualize the ideas and authorize attributes for those concepts, rather than the data ‘inputter’ who merely creates MARC data about books. 

 

Asian Digital Library should not end up as a simple project that builds a website where users can search and find the digital heritage of Asia.  Instead, it has to be an advanced project which will presents a new point of view to the people all around the world, making them possible to see the world view and philosophy of Asia.  For the CJKDLI, the conceptualization and modeling of Asian philosophy should be reflected in its information resource management system.  Therefore, I suggest MDR as an effective means for that.
