Q&A of the Session 1 Topic 2:

1. Q.  Are the Chinese rare books in National Library of Korea all original?  

    A.  Yes, they are all original published in China.

2. Q. Will JACAR includes non-government materials such as prefecture local government materials in the future?

    A. Due to the budgetary constraint, JACAR will not.

3. Q. What can NLK do to cooperate a systematic approach to help international scholars?  Are you thinking of creating integrated search, for example, to help users access to materials available from NLK?

   A.  NLK is trying to make those research materials collected from academic institutions accessible through Internet.  A couple of examples would be NLK's effort in resources from National Institute of Japanese Literature and local historical sources in Beijing.   

4. Q. Will NLK continue with other oversea institutions for digitization project after Harvard, Columbia and LC?

     A. Yes, they are actually evaluating the rare resources in University of Hawaii, Manoa.  They hope to expand their digitization efforts to other parts of the world.

5. Q. What is the funding source of JACAR?

    A.  JACAR is financed by national government in Japan.
