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Being an Asian Studies Bibliographer and juggling multiple tasks I have experienced much pleasure and pain from my work. On the flip side, I sense a tinge of pain when I think I could, and should have done a little more than what I actually accomplish at the end of each work day.  While I’m sorry to turn down a legitimate acquisition request from a faculty member because of the budgetary constraints, I appreciate his smile and understanding.  To me the professional life of an Asian Studies Bibliographer is delightfully demanding, or better still, deliciously demanding.
