III. CCM Partnership in the special event
CCM collaborated with Society of Chinese Studies Librarians (SCSL) and China Academic Social Sciences and Humanities Libraries (CASHL) for the 5th Sino-American Academic Library Forum on Collaboration and Development in Hohhot, Inner Mongolia on August 14 to focus on advance collaboration, implement in-depth cross-disciplinary resource construction and service, promoting research and better practice in all related fields. Sub-themes of the forum also include Library and Academic research, Library and publishing, Library and education, Library and enterprise, Library and society and others. 130 academic librarians from China, US and Canada attended this conference.
IV. Other CCM Activities
Major CCM activities during March 2019 – March 2020 also include:

· CCM coordinated with CNPIEC for the Sino-American Symposium of Long Term Preservation of Digital Resources on August 18, 2019 in Beijing, China with participation of 80 library leaders, experts on digital resource preservation and academic librarians from 20 instructions.    
· Some CCM members attended 2019 Beijing International Book Fair (BIBF) with engagement of BIBF special sessions and collection development activities on site
· CCM is an official sponsor of 2020 AAS roundtable session “Cooperative Prospects: A Scholar-Librarian Dialogue on Contemporary Chinese Village Data (CCVD) and Beyond” 

· CCM is co-hosting a session for China Financial and Law Knowledge Share Platform in 2020 AAS Conference
Note: the last two items have been cancelled due to AAS/CEAL onsite meeting cancellation. 

V. Conclusion
Under the support of CEAL leadership and the teamwork of the committee members as well as the support of CEAL members, CCM organized committee meetings during the CEAL conference, workshops, forums and other activities in the past three years and made achievements in the following areas:

1. Enhance our ability and knowledge on collection development of primary resources, special collections, namely Chinese rare books, local gazetteers, art resources, minority studies, film and media studies, etc.
2. Exchange ideas among the colleagues to provide better services to our users by invite faculty members scholars and experts to our committee meeting, workshops and other activities

3. Address commonly concerned issues like rare book processing, conservation, standards on digital resources, long-term digital resource preservation, copyright and user right issues 

4. Accumulated more firsthand experiences through in-depth communication with academic publishers, e-resource providers and vendors to know the publication trends, new service models and our user’s information needs

5. Pay attention to the development of digital scholarship and digital humanities, provide opportunities for our colleagues to share their experiences and practice in specific areas, inviting scholars to share their experiences in this front.

Challenges in the future:

1. Our collections and services are facing challenged under the background of dramatic changes of our profession, geopolitical situation, especially Sino-US relationship, latest development in Hong Kong and Taiwan.

2. What we can do and should do in dealing with new digital landscape, e.g. data accumulated in social media – the ways we do digital harvesting, data mining, and digital archiving, etc.
