She started her professional work as a reference librarian at the National Taiwan Normal University Library where she served users different formats of resources including databases via DIALOG. She served at California Library Association Technical Services Interest Group as Chair and other positions. With the same passion for enriching user experience, she serves as the Co-chair of the CEAL Task Force on Metadata Standards and Best Practices for East Asian Electronic Resources.

Haruko Nakamura is Librarian for Japanese Studies at the East Asia Library, Yale University since 2004.
